Past President’s Report:
Corky Burt discussed the low attendance at the May member meeting. It was decided that consideration for the program for May should take into account the possibility that many people have already started to leave for the summer.

Corky suggested that the club consider purchasing a better projector for the club meetings. The cost would be about $2000. Wes Grady, Corky and Rich de Asla will research the needs and see what products are available. They will report at the next staff meeting. There was additional discussion on how the competition photographs are shown at meetings. Corky, Rich de Asla and Rich Matheny will investigate whether there is an alternative way to provide better projection.
Treasurer's Report:

Sandy discussed the new policy set up with the UPS Store where the club makes copies. Billing will now be every month and a record will be kept of who used the facilities. 
Sandy distributed a register report for May 2011. The current balance is $6,282.25.
There was discussion on converting the current inventory hard copy into an electronic format.
Vice President’s Report:

Programs:
Marge Pangione reported that Richard Steedman, at his last session, donated 5 books and several magazines to the club. It was decided that the books will be available only on a “reference library” model. In other words, the books must stay in the studio. Bob Nachman will design a book plate with the club logo and note that the books were donated by Richard Steedman. Pat Roche serves as the club librarian.

Rich also reported that the Sun City Bird Club will be inviting the Photography Club members to attend their meeting on July 6th at 4:00 PM at Hidden Cypress. The speaker will be a bird photographer.
Education Committee:
Nancy reported that the “Get Enthused” sessions with Richard Steedman will continue through the summer. The Education Committee will begin contacting faculty for the September/October class schedule.
Discussion:
Stan reported that he received a phone call from a director at the Bluffton Boys & Girls Club. They are interested in having some of the club members participate in teaching photography to their students. After some discussion it was decided that Stan would invite the contact person to meet with some of the staff to discuss the details of their request.
