Skill Levels: 
Judging of the competition will be divided into 4 skill levels: 

Novice, Intermediate, Advanced and Expert. All participants must compete at their club competition level or higher.

Submissions:  One photo per member 

 

Entrants:  
Must be a paid, active member of their respective clubs  

Dual Club Membership: Persons who are members of two participating clubs must choose which club to represent for this competition.          

Name Badges: Members are encouraged to wear their club name badges for identification and congeniality and mingling among the clubs.

Entries:
Images may be edited or presented as they come from the camera.  Digital images must be submitted in a standard format for use with ImageCompPro competition software.  



Resolution:   180 dpi



Size:               8 X 10 inches for landscape or 10 X8 for portrait.

Please note: Winning photos (1st, 2nd, 3rd, and Honorable Mention) from any Joint Competition between Sun City Photography Club and/or Photographic Club of Beaufort and/or the Camera Club of Hilton Head are not eligible.

Judges:
3 judges. Each club will provide one judge, preferably a non-member.

Submission:  
Electronic Images from Sun City participants are due by 5PM on Thursday, May 13, 2010 to Kate Crowley at tnkcrowley@aol.com. Kate will audit the entries for proper resolution, format and filename structure along with skill level and eligibility. Each entry will be acknowledged to confirm receipt.

Check in: 
None required.  Submit electronic image as instructed above.
Judging Process: The process will be the same for each skill level.  ImageCompPro software will facilitate the competition.  Judging will begin with the Novice level and continue to Expert level.

1. Each image will be previewed for the judges by projection on a screen. No Titles will be announced at this time.

2. During the second pass of the images, titles will be shown and announced. Each Judge will hold up a scorecard (1-9...with 9 being the best) for each image. Therefore each has a maximum score of 27.

3. Judges will be allowed, but not required, to comment on any photograph during the competition, after scoring is announced.

4. At the completion of each level, the Recorder will identify the highest score as 1st place, the second highest score as 2nd Place, the third highest score as 3rd Place and the next highest score(s) as Honorable Mention. Additional Honorable Mentions can be given if there are a large number of entries. 25% of entries should receive awards. If a tie occurs, the judges will break the ties by review. 

5. At the conclusion of each level, the judges will comment on all winning selections.

6. All ribbons will be awarded at the close of the competition.
Awards:      Winners will be awarded 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 2 Honorable mentions for each skill level. If there are less than 20 entries in any one level, a 20% rule will be applied in this instance. 


(For example, Expert has only 10 prints entered...20% of 10 prints = 2 awards. Therefore, in this example, there will only be a 1st and 2nd place awarded to this level.
